An APA “ journal” citation would look like this:

Gardner, H., and Moran, S. (2006). The science of multiple intelligences theory: A response to Lynn Waterhouse. Educational Psychologist, 4(4), 227-232.  AND when referred to in text it should look like this: 
(Gardner & Moran, 2006, pp 44-45) or Gardner & Moran (2006). 
2. Each member should then try to contribute two additional references that are relevant to answering the group’s question.  These should likewise follow an APA format

3. Each group member should contribute at least one page to the report: their contribution to answering the group’s question.  It should contain at least one unique reference.  

4. There should be an introductory section stating the question the group is pursuing. Please tell us how you arrived at your question.  

5. There should be a summary section where the group determines the answer to their question.

6. For a group of six people I think the group report should be about 8-9 pages long including a separate page with your references.
7. APA format should be used throughout your paper:  A good source for this is:  http://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/resource/560/01
8. One hard copy version should be turned into me by Friday, April 26, 2009.
9. One copy should be sent to me as an e-mail attachment.  We will be putting these papers up on the web with hyperlinks from our syllabus, so that everyone can see the results of all the groups’ investigations.

10. The group paper should also be included in your powerpoint electronic portfolio.  It should be an actual MS-Word file that has a hyperlink to it from a slide in the powerpoint presentation where you remark on your own personal experience regarding the project.
