Schedule for GSTEP/NFTEP Spring 2010
There are two different levels of membership in the grad student program: Core members need to attend 8 sessions, Affiliates need only to do 4.  New Faculty program members need to do 8 sessions.  

What counts as one of the sessions?  You have a great deal of flexibility, and not all the options are known at this time.  You can mix and match from the sources listed below. 

1. 2. A couple of different offices on campus offer technology seminars, that you could attend for no more than half of your required sessions (no more than 4 technology sessions for NFTEP and core-GSTEP, no more than 2 technology sessions for affiliate GSTEP)

Advanced Learning Technologies will offer SOME sessions on Blackboard (the web course package) near the beginning of the semester.  See http://www.muohio.edu/blackboard.
